2011 Legislative Final Update
· Licensure

· HB1013 – Waiving Licensing Renewal Fees and Continuing Education Requirements for Deployed Military signed by Governor April 13th.
· HB1100 – Consideration of Military Experience towards Qualification for Professional Licensure passed.
· Transportation

· HB11-1075, SB11-095, HB 1084 - Attempts to Repeal FASTER were defeated.
· HB 1210 – Require CDOT I-70 Mountain Corridor Recommendations signed by Governor will require CDOT to make prioritized recommendations to the transportation committees of the general assembly regarding actions that can be taken before July 1, 2017, to improve mobility in the interstate 70 mountain corridor.
· HB 1002 – CDOT On-line Financial Database passed which would the department of transportation to develop, maintain, and make publicly available a searchable, on-line revenue and expenditure database.
· Business Practices

· SB 200 - Health Benefit Exchanges passed which would set-up a state-administered health-insurance exchange to allow individuals and small businesses to create large risk pools to get better prices.  In accordance with the health care reform act passed by Congress last year, if state didn’t set these up, the federal government would for the state.
· HB 1115 – Public Works Retainage Job Creation Act passed which reduced retainage to 5% from 10% throughout the project. Governor signed bill on May 26th. 
· HB 1026- Stormwater Management System Administrators bill passed and signed by Governor.  Bill establishes criteria for designation and revocation of designation as a storm water management administrator, which must operate as a nonprofit entity.
· HB1293 – Software Tax Exemptions passed which repeals House Bill 10-1192 regarding the state sales and use tax of standardized software that was passed last year. 

· HB 1238 – Job Quality Standards was defeated which increased economic barriers and HR requirements when working for the state.

· HB-1128 – Protect Complaint Documents Discovery was defeated.  Bill was to protect from subpoena or discovery in a civil lawsuit against a state-regulated professional, documents resulting from a complaint against the professional.
· HB-1288: Unemployment Insurance Solvency Reform signed by Governor that made changes to the employment compensation system such as Increases the taxable wage base from the first $10,000 to the first $11,000 in calendar year 2012. Beginning in the first year after solvency of the unemployment compensation system, estimated to be 2014, the taxable wage base will be indexed annually to the percentage change in the state's unemployment insurance average weekly earnings.  
· SB-019 – Small Employer Health Insurance Payments signed by Governor which allows small employers to pay or reimburse employees for the cost of health insurance premiums even if the small employer does not offer health insurance coverage as a benefit of employment.
· SB 128 - Child only Health Insurance would have required all insurance carriers to provide at least one child-only health benefit.  This was an unintended consequence of another bill last year.  Bill was signed by the governor.
· HB 1141, 1263; SB 98 - all bills were to phase out the Business Personal Property Tax.  This is one tax that is holding back many capital intensive industries from locating to Colorado along with having our firms pay tax on an inflated value of our assets.  Even during economically good times these bills can't seem to make their way out of the legislature.  Again, all bills were defeated.
· Water

· HB 1274 – Water Conservation Bd Construction Fund bill  passed
· HJR 1008 – Water Project Eligibility Lists passed.
· HB 1123 and SB 035 - Attempts to divert severance tax revenue from the Colorado Water Conservation Board Construction Fund and other funds to general fund were defeated.
· SB208: Merge DNR Entities Wildlife Parks & Rec signed by Governor.

· Energy

· HB 1083 – Hydroelectricity & Pumped Hydro signed by governor which adds hydroelectricity and pumped hydroelectricity to the list of technologies that the public utilities commission may give the fullest possible consideration when considering generation acquisitions for electric utilities.
· Ballot Reform
· SCR11-001 was defeated which would have asked voters in 2012 to make it harder to amend the constitution by requiring at least a 60% vote to pass amendments.
· Redistricting

· Not solved in the legislature; new committee formed; may go to court.
