ENGINEERING COUNCIL AWARDS $28,500 IN SCHOLARSHIPS TO COLORADO ENGINEERING STUDENTS – TW0 SCHOLARSHIPS PROVIDED BY

DENVER – The American Council of Engineering Companies of Colorado (ACEC/CO), with the support of the American Public Works Association (APWA), has awarded $28,500 in scholarships to 10 Colorado college students who are actively pursuing degrees in engineering. An additional $1,000 was given by ACEC/CO to Colorado MESA (Mathematics, Engineering, Science Achievement), an after-school pre-collegiate program.  The ACEC/CO scholarship fund was established in 1982 and is supported by member firms and annual Council-supported fundraising efforts and through a partnership with APWA that participates in the scholarship program by sponsoring two additional scholarships for students who participate in the ACEC/CO scholarship program.
“Now more than ever it is imperative that the engineering profession continues to mentor and support the cultivation of future generations of exceptional engineers.  Our industry carries a

tremendous responsibility for ensuring that our citizens live, work and travel in safe environments.  This is why we, as an association representing more than 10,000 engineers statewide, continue to support an aggressive scholarship program that provides essential financial resources to students who have chosen to enter the engineering profession,” said ACEC/CO 2010/11 President Bill Hoffmann of CTL/Thompson.  “The Scholarship Committee Chair Steve Maxson with Shaffer Baucom Engineering & Consulting, provided exceptional leadership and motivation that led to this substantial support,” Hoffmann added.
Forty-three applications were received from students enrolled in Colorado engineering schools with accredited engineering programs.  From this pool of candidates, ten were selected for personal interviews that led to their scholarship award.  Applicants carry a heavy academic load, are active in student chapters of professional organizations, participate in community service programs, and typically hold part-time jobs.  “As they graduate scholarship recipients will enter critical engineering disciplines, including chemical, civil, energy, architectural and mechanical engineering.  These graduates will touch many aspects of everyday life as they pursue their careers to ensure that citizens have clean water to drink, ample energy resources and safe modes of transportation.  Engineering is a respectable profession and personally very rewarding,” Hoffmann added.
The Scholarship Program includes three memorial scholarship funds: the $6,000 Leonard Rice Memorial Scholarship awarded to Ian MacGregor, Colorado School of Mines; the $5,000 William Russell Stoneman Scholarship awarded to Justin Curtice, University of Colorado at Boulder; and the $4,000 Fu Hua Chen Scholarship awarded to Eric DePinto, Colorado School of Mines.

Recipients of $2,000 ACEC/CO 2011 Scholarships were Brent Brady, Colorado State University; Danielle Ossenfort, Colorado State University; and Taylor Groeneweg, Colorado School of Mines.  Ariel Heintze, University of Colorado at Boulder, received a $1,000 ACEC/CO scholarship.

For 11 years ACEC/CO and APWA scholarship programs have benefitted from their partnership.  The $2,000 APWA Colorado Jack Bruce Memorial Scholarship is awarded to a student who participates in the ACEC/CO scholarship program. Erica Jorgensen, University of Colorado at
